For sessions, please submit a 300 word synopsis of the session and three to five keywords as well as individual abstracts for all session members following the instructions above. Sessions can take a variety of formats: regular paper sessions, panel discussions, round tables, workshops and teach-ins. Session proposals should also identify strategies for publications or other dissemination opportunities.

Submitted papers will be peer reviewed and evaluated according to their contribution to research and practice, methodological soundness and quality of writing and analysis. All accepted papers will appear in electronic conference proceedings.
